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When Sue was young, she often saw her 
parents arguing. Her dad got red-faced 
and shouted at her mother. Her mother 
cried and gave in to him. Sue felt sorry 
for Mother and angry at Dad. After Dad 
stormed out of the room, Sue tried to 
comfort her mother. 

As Sue got older, her mother told her 
about other incidences of father’s 
mistreatments. In her teens, Sue began to 
fight back with Dad in a way mother never would. She was 
especially incensed whenever Dad attacked her brothers and 
sisters. Those fights would then take a back seat to the fight 
between Dad and Sue. Eventually, in her last years at home, Sue 
began to see that mother’s inability to speak up for herself was 
part of the problem. She then got angry at Mother and called her 
a wimp whenever she didn’t stand up for herself. Mother would 
cry and Dad would tell Sue to stop being mean to her mother. 
Then Sue and her dad would be fighting again (from Ronald 
Richardson, Family Ties that Bind, pg 51). 

Last month, I said I was going to start using this column to 
offer some practical tips on how best to prepare ourselves for 
new leadership. As I said then, we can’t just expect that a new 
Rector will come in and solve all our problems. In fact, one of 
the major projects of an interim period is to do the sort of self-
reflection (and in some cases self-criticism) necessary to get our 
house in order, so that we will be both engaged and ready to 
follow whoever it is that the Lord brings us. 

In the story recounted above, Sue and her family are trapped in 
a familiar relationship dynamic known (rather literally) as 
“triangulation.” A “triangle” refers to any three-way relationship 
within a social system, and is (as you might imagine) one of the 
most common ways in which people relate to each other. 
Triangles bear an enormous amount of power socially, as they 
tend to both magnify and reproduce any unhealthiness within a 
given set of relationships. Notice in the story above how the 
unhealthy resolution to the conflict between Sue’s father and 
mother was not only reproduced as conflict between Sue and her 
Father, but reproduced again as conflict between Sue and her 
Mother, and then again between Sue and her Father (and so 
forth). You can see how this goes. 

There are many kinds of triangles, and in truth, triangles often 
continue to triangulate throughout the various interconnected 
social networks in which the triangles exist––which is to say, 
triangles are not closed circuits. But in order to focus this piece, I 
wanted to talk about one specific type of triangle that is 
especially common in churches––what Ronald Richardson has 
called “coalition triangles.” 

What is a “coalition triangle”? Say I am friends with (i.e. in a 
triangle with) John Doe and Jack Snow, when a conflict arises 
between me and John Doe. One really common but unhealthy 
way of my dealing with that conflict is to try to form a 
“coalition” with Jack Snow. In other words, rather than working 
out my conflict directly with John in a mature and adult way, I go 
to Jack and start complaining about John – telling Jack all the 

reasons I think John is in the wrong – until Jack has taken my 
side against John, and we are in a coalition against him. 

You can imagine how this sort of triangulation can get 
magnified and reproduced. John, upon recognizing that he is now 
outside of the “coalition,” could do a couple of different things. 
For example, John could go and share his side of the story with 
Jack, and thus, put Jack squarely in the middle of the triangle––
so that Jack has to play mediator or “switchboard operator” for 
the triangle. When this happens, there is generally an elevation of 
stress and anxiety on the triangle (especially for Jack) in a way 
that inevitably breaks out into further conflict. Maybe Jack will 
turn on one or both of us. Maybe both of us will turn on him. Or, 
Jack may turn inward and internalize the conflict. But in any of 
these cases, the conflict is perpetuated and replicated. Another 
way John might try to deal with this is by trying to bring another 
friend (i.e. triangulate another person) into the conflict on his 
side. But unless this allows John and me to finally face each 
other as equals, all this does is spread the conflict outward, and 
(again) both perpetuate and replicate it into other relationships. 

We have all seen this happen, and if we our honest with 
ourselves, know this happens even within our congregation. As I 
said before, these sorts of “coalitions” seem to be especially 
prevalent in churches (even if we use other names, like “gossip,” 
for them). But hopefully, what I’ve just said (albeit briefly) 
above has helped to illustrate just how destructive they can be to 
our community and our life together. 

What do we need to do to combat triangulation? At least two 
crucial things are necessary. The first, and perhaps more obvious, 
is to be open and transparent in our communication––starting at 
the top with the clergy, vestry, and staff, and continuing all the 
way down through to every member of our church. We will go 
miles in promoting healthy social dynamics in our church if, 
rather than trying covertly to circumvent persons or problems, we 
address them directly in the spirit of Christian love. For doing 
this will cut off the magnification and reproduction of conflict 
wrought by triangulation. 

Being that open and honest with each other, however, is a 
difficult thing to do, and requires a great deal of what 
psychologists call “self-differentiation.” That is to say, most of 
the time, when people avoid being that open and honest with 
each other, it is because they have an underdeveloped sense of 
self. Because they do not have a fully developed sense of self, 
they will go to great lengths to keep from exposing that self out 
in the open––including all the sort of furtive networking that 
develops into triangles. For underdeveloped self cannot handle 
the vulnerability of transparency. So, the second (and perhaps 
more important) thing that many of us will need do to in order to 
combat triangulation is to develop a deeper self-awareness and 
self-consciousness. 

 May God help us as we try to grow in these ways. SDG –NJL+

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Lent is now upon us. This is a time of preparation of the 
celebration of Jesus’ victory over sin & death, traditionally 
through three basic practices: prayer, fasting & almsgiving. 
We strive to achieve these goals through attending Personal 
Boot Camp for 40 days. We will attempt to give up a vice, 
add something that will get us closer to God, and give time 
or money to charitable purposes. When we speak of boot 
camp, we think of the military boot camp all recruits go 
through, which is an intense training process. The purpose 
is to transform an individual in a physical, emotional, and 
mental way. There are times this training seems almost 
cruel, as recruits are pushed to their limits and then pushed 
further. One of the underlying objectives is to force the 
recruits to develop self-control, to change a non-compliant, 
undisciplined person into a disciplined team. The intensity 
of this training is designed to break old habits and instill 
new ones. As this discipline is obtained, you become more 
confident, mature and orderly. Just imagine getting into 
mental, physical, emotional and spiritual shape in 6 weeks. 
I believe we have the capability of entering Personal Boot 
Camp without the ear-piercing shout of a drill sergeant. We 
obtain the encouragement and teachings we need from the 
Holy Spirit. We have internal discipline. We just need to 
use it. God disciplines us in a loving way. Psalm 94:12 
teaches us we are blessed by God’s discipline, relieving us 
from trouble. In Proverbs, we learn that only fools despise 
wisdom and discipline, and we are to welcome, not resent, 
the Lord’s discipline. We are taught all throughout the 
bible to not struggle or resist God’s discipline. Sometimes 
it takes more than one lesson. If we don’t acknowledge 
God’s warning, the next time the lesson will be a little 
harsher. Lent is a good time to remember this. Whether you 
sacrifice something important to you or discipline yourself 
by breaking bad habits, a harvest of righteousness and 
peace will follow when you complete Personal Boot Camp

her dedication to her Lord and Savior through her faithful 
attendance and service to The Episcopal Church of the Holy 
Spirit. When she talked of retiring from Altar Guild duties, 
the director would reply was that she would first need to find 
a replacement. We give thanks for the camaraderie and know 
that she now rests from her earthly duties in the eternal 
company of angels. 

As with Jesus, our own journey of life is fraught with 
suffering, and death is real. In this season of Lent which 
begins with Ash Wednesday on March 5, we have the 
opportunity to examine our faithfulness, servanthood and 
commitment to God and to one another by retracing the 
Stations of the Cross, also known as The Way of the Cross, 
each Friday. To paraphrase Dennis Bratcher, this is an act of 
reverence and devotion that has been preserved through the 
centuries. Since most modern Christians cannot make the 
annual, arduous pilgrimage to Jerusalem to retrace the steps of 
Jesus through the streets of the Old City, Via Dolorosa, 
churches have placed paintings, banners, sculpted plaques or 
various kinds of art along church walls or in a prayer garden 
to allow participation in this devotional exercise. 

For all services during Lent the Altar Guild has been 
instructed to use Violet, symbolic of penitence and 
expectation. Unleavened bread—wafers—will be used for the 
Eucharist with Rite I traditionally celebrated during this 
season. 

Additional notes found on the back of the March page of the 
Ordo Kalendar: 

·  All lesser saints’ days are optional; if these days are 
celebrated, the season is commemorated. 

·  Alleluia is not said or sung during Mass or at the 
offices. 

·  The Prayer over the People may be said or sung by 
the priest before the final blessing 

·  The use of flowers and organ music should be limited 
during the season, except during the Fourth Sunday 
in Lent (March 30). Flowers and rose colored 
vestments may be used today, and music played. 

·  Weddings should not be celebrated during the season. 
·  Lenten Array, or unbleached linen with limited 

ornamentation, may be used in place of violet 
vestments. 

·  The Great Litany may be sung in procession before 
the principal Mass. 

·  Mass readings and collects for Lenten weekdays may 
be found in Lesser Feasts and Fasts (LFF). 

·  Crosses and images are veiled either for the entire 
season or during the last two weeks of Lent. 
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Donnie Vroman answered the call to help prepare 
the kitchen for the new floor. Without his help 
this would not have happened.

Q: What is Ash Wednesday?  
A:  Ash Wednesday is the day Lent begins. It occurs forty 
days before Good Friday. 

Q: Is Ash Wednesday based on a pagan festival?  
A: No. Ash Wednesday originated in the AD 900s, long after 
Europe had been Christianized and the pagan cults stamped 
out. 

Q: Why is it called Ash Wednesday?  
A:  It is called Ash Wednesday because, being forty days 
before Good Friday, it always falls on a Wednesday and it is 
called Ash Wednesday because on that day at church the 
faithful have their foreheads marked with ashes in the form of 
a cross. 

Q: Why do they have their foreheads marked with a 
cross?  
A:  Because in the Bible a mark on the forehead is a symbol of 
a person's ownership. By having their foreheads marked with 
the sign of a cross, this symbolizes that the person belongs to 
Jesus Christ, who died on a Cross. This is in imitation of the 
spiritual mark or seal that is put on a Christian in baptism, 
when he is delivered from slavery to sin and the devil and 
made a slave of righteousness and Christ (Rom. 6:3-18). It is 
also in imitation of the way the righteousness are described in 
the book of Revelation, where we read of the servants of God: 
"Do not harm the earth or the sea or the trees, till we have 
sealed the servants of our God upon their foreheads" (Rev. 
7:3). "[The demon locust] were told not to harm the grass of 
the earth or any green growth or any tree, but only those of 
mankind who have not the seal of God upon their foreheads" 
(Rev. 9:4). "Then I looked, and lo, on Mount Zion stood the 
Lamb, and with him a hundred and forty-four thousand who 
had his name and his Father's name written on their 
foreheads" (Rev. 14:1). This is in contrast to the followers of 
the beast, who have the number 666 on their foreheads or 
hands.  

The reference to the sealing of the servants of God for their 
protection in Revelation is an allusion to a parallel passage in 
Ezekiel, where Ezekiel also sees a sealing of the servants of 
God for their protection: “And the LORD said to him [one of 
the four cherubim], 'Go through the city, through Jerusalem, 
and put a mark [literally, "a tav"] upon the foreheads of the 
men who sigh and groan over all the abominations that are 
committed in it.” Tav is one of the letters of the Hebrew 
alphabet, and in ancient script it looked like the Greek letter 
chi, which happens to be two crossed lines (like an "x") and 
which happens to be the first letter in the word "Christ" in 

Greek (christos). Jewish rabbis commented on the connection 
between tav and chi and this is undoubtedly the mark 
Revelation has in mind when the servants of God are sealed in 
it. The early Church Fathers seized on this tav-chi-cross-
christos connection and expounded it in their homilies, seeing 
in Ezekiel a prophetic foreshadowing of the sealing of 
Christians as servants of Christ. It is also part of the 
background to the practice of making the sign of the cross, 
which in the early centuries (documented from the second 
century on) was practiced by using one's thumb to furrow 
one's brow with a small sign of the cross at the reading of the 
Gospel. 

Q: Why is the signing done with ashes? 
A: Because ashes are a biblical symbol of mourning and 
penance. In Bible times the custom was to fast, wear 
sackcloth, sit in dust and ashes, and put dust and ashes on 
one's head. While we no longer wear sackcloth or sit in dust 
and ashes, the customs of fasting and putting ashes on one's 
forehead as a sign of mourning and penance have survived to 
this day. These are two of the key distinctives of Lent.  

Q: Is there another significance to the ashes?  
A: Yes. They also symbolize death and so remind us of our 
mortality. Thus when the priest uses his thumb to sign one of 
the faithful with the ashes, he says, "Remember, man, that 
thou art dust and unto dust thou shalt return," which is 
modeled after God's address to Adam (Gen 3:19; cf. Job 
34:15, Pss 90:3, 104:29, Eccl 3:20). This also echoes the 
words at a burial, "Ashes to ashes; dust to dust," which is 
based on God's words to Adam in Genesis 3 and Abraham's 
confession, "I am nothing but dust and ashes" (Gen 18:27). It 
is thus a reminder of our mortality and our need to repent 
before this life is over and we face our Judge. 

Q: Where do the ashes used on Ash Wednesday come 
from?  
A: They are made by burning palm fronds which have been 
saved from the previous year's Palm Sunday, they are then 
blessed by a priest. Blessed ashes have been used in God's 
rituals since the time of Moses (Num 19:9-10, 17). 

Q: Is having one's forehead signed with ashes required of 
the faithful?  
A: No. However, it is to be strongly encouraged as it is a 
fitting and visible spiritual reminder that encourages one to 
adopt an attitude of prayer, repentance, and humility. As 
James said: "Humble yourselves before the Lord, and he will 
lift you up" (Jam 4:10).
