WHO MAY BE ELECTED ?

To stand for election, a person must:
(1) be a confirmed or received
communicant of The Episcopal Church
of the Holy Spirit in good standing; (2)
be at least 18 years of age; (3) be faithful
in worship; (4) be faithful in his/her
stewardship of time, talent and treasure;
(5) be willing to serve; (6) and for the
vestry, be a person who, if elected,
would not serve concurrently with an
immediate family member.

There is no prerequisite length of time
a person must be a member of the
congregation in order to stand for
election. Any person who meets the
conditions above may have his/her name
placed on the ballot.

HOW DO | NOMINATE SOMEONE ?

A committee is now receiving names
of nominees. Members of the
nominating committee are outgoing
vestry members Parker Lockhart, Steven
Kucera, Bob Peacock, Keith Bilbrey,
and Troy Schaffer.

Nominations for vestry positions must
be received by the nominating
committee not later than 1:00 pm,
Sunday, September 26.
